NATO/Non-NATO Primary Care and Specialty Care Guidance for the NCA


Primary Care for NATO/Non-NATO Beneficiaries
TRICARE covers North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO)/Non-NATO foreign nations’ armed forces members who are stationed in the United States or in the United States at the invitation of the U.S. government. They receive the same benefits as American Active Duty Service Members, including no out-of-pocket expenses for care if the care is directed by the Military Treatment Facility (MTF).   This includes Active Duty Family Members as well.

NATO/Non-NATO Beneficiaries can be seen at all MTFs in the National Capitol Area.  
Specialty Care for NATO/Non-NATO  Beneficiaries
TRICARE covers North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO)/Non-NATO foreign nations’ armed forces members who are stationed in the United States or in the United States at the invitation of the U.S. government. They receive the same benefits as American Active Duty Service Members, including no out-of-pocket expenses for care if the care is directed by the Military Treatment Facility (MTF).   This includes Active Duty Family Members as well, unless the clinic protocol states otherwise.

NATO/Non-NATO Beneficiaries are treated like Tricare Prime Beneficiaries for Specialty Care, unless otherwise stated per clinic protocol.  If NATO/Non-NATO patients are unable to secure an appointment for a Specialty Care Clinic in the NCA, please advise the patient to contact their embassy for assistance with an appointment.  If a detail code must be overridden to schedule an appointment, please note reason for override as “NATO/Non-NATO” and schedule appropriately.
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
