	Goal of the Clinic: The mission of the FHP clinic is to provide individual and unit-level medical readiness support for active duty and mobilized reserve, National Guard, Department of Defense (DoD), Department of the Army and when applicable contract personnel. The responsibilities of the FHP clinic are numerous which includes, but is not limited to,  updating as necessary routine adult and provisional immunizations to meet both medical readiness and deployment requirements.  Additionally, the clinic performs the Army’s annual Periodic Health Assessment (PHA) and at least nine other types of physical exams (e.g., Airborne, Special Forces, Retirement, voluntary and involuntary separations, Commissioning, Warrant Officer, flight physicals, and the DoD Medical Evaluation Review Board (DoDMERB) Medical Examinations for men and women selected for attendance at one of several service academies).  Other health assessments performed under the oversight of the FHP clinic are Pre/Post-Deployment Health Assessments and the Post-Deployment Health Re-Assessment as well, which is an extension to the Post-Deployment Health Assessment focusing on the SM’s deployment-related physical health and emerging mental health concerns.  The FHP clinic also provides medical support during the annual installation Soldier Readiness Processing (SRP) and its weekly “Start Right” in-processing program.  Other clinic support comes in the form of OCONUS and sea duty screenings for Permanent Change of Station during out-processing / reassignment.
