To ALL Staff , Patients and Visitors:

NNMC Announces NEW Tobacco Use Instruction
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Tobacco Use (including smokeless tobacco) Is Prohibited in:

· ALL buildings on the NNMC compound

· ALL  branch health clinics
· ALL entryways and exits
· ALL Department of Navy (DON) vehicles
· ALL common spaces (corridors, elevators, lobbies, lounges, stairways, rest rooms and laundry rooms) of the Bachelor Quarters, the Navy Lodge and Fisher Houses.
· ALL internal Medical Holding Company spaces

· ALL dining facilities of MWR clubs and all MWR facilities

Smokeless tobacco prohibited:

· During briefings, meetings, classes, formations, inspections and while on watch.  

· All Users, including visitors, must use a non-spill, closeable container, including in outdoor designated areas. 
WHERE Tobacco use Is Permitted: 
· IN OUTDOOR PRE-DESIGNATED AREAS ONLY (these areas have recently changed.)
· IN SEPARATELY VENTILATED ROOMS IN: 
1. Individually assigned family living quarters

2. Senior Officers Quarters

3. Navy Lodge
A Special Message to Our VISITORS

As a visitor to this facility, you may be asked by a staff member to smoke in designated areas ONLY.  These designated areas have changed.  Please do not be offended, they are doing their job.  The medical staff here is aware that smoking  and second-hand smoke are both classified as known human carcinogens, and that the use of tobacco products impairs the health and readiness of the Navy and of your loved one.
